ANGLICAN PARISH OF MUNDARING 
 
THE WELCOME TEAM 
Newcomers are greeted and asked if they could complete a registration card (readily 
available in the pews).  The registration cards are printed on bright, vibrant coloured card so 
they can be easily seen and look inviting.  Once completed the cards are returned to the 
Welcome Team coordinator who then prepares a computer generated greetings card.  The 
card is sent out within a few days of the newcomer attending the service.  (See attached 
examples). 
 
The opportunity of promoting other services and groups is also included with the card along 
with details of the Parish officials and their contact numbers and an open invitation from 
The Revd Chris Hind. 
 
When there are several newcomers a lunch is organized and they are invited to enjoy the 
fellowship of each other.  The meal is a homely and hearty affair with attendees able to 
bring along other family members and / or friends.   The newcomer also receives a Church 
mug filled with a few items as a memento.  The feedback has been overwhelmingly 
positive, the retention rate is excellent and the continued involvement from the newcomers 
with parish activities is rewarding. 
 
Profiles of members of the congregation are regularly undertaken and community events are 
photographed and incorporated into the Pew Sheets.
